Treasurer’s Report: The bank statement was presented. Bev noted that $1,000 had been 	collected from new memberships joining for the AMBA dental insurance. The treasurer’s 	report was accepted as presented.

*Bylaws/Standing Rules: 
	The board spent time reviewing the Bylaws and Standing Rules making needed revisions 	to be published in the spring issue of the Chalkboard and to be voted on at the State 	Convention in May.                 

*Legislative:  
	Pat Eck spoke on the work he and Jan Eck are involved with regarding education issues	at the state legislative level. After a brief discussion, it was moved and seconded to have 	OREA endorse HB 2818, Age Discrimination in the Workplace. The motion passed. Pat will 	work with John Bartholomew to add the OREA logo on support flyers/postings. Pat also 	spoke on two other measures he and Jan are lobbying for: HB 2318 (Too Young to Test) 	and HB 435 (Barriers to Graduation).

*Membership: 
	Darlene Cook and Paul Zastrow reported on the NRTA conference they attended in  	December. Pension security is a primary concern in many states. Although the current 	Oregon PERS retirees have a fairly secure retirement plan, the case is not true of those
	still in the work force. Another major concern among other state’s delegates is declining
	membership in local REA’s. Darlene stressed the need for finding those willing to serve
	in leadership roles in OREA.
	There was discussion on contacting new members acquired through AMBA (Unit 99)
	for possible involvement in local units.
	Darlene asked Pat Eck to chair the membership committee. He agreed to the 
	task. There will be further discussion at the March meeting. Pat is working on a
	ten-minute video on the benefits of OREA membership that will be posted on the 
	AARP website.

*Chalkboard: 
	Paul Zastrow asked that all articles for the spring issue be submitted no later than 	March 14, 2019. The issue will highlight convention information and the registration form 	along with the proposed By-Laws and Standing Rules changes. 

*Schoolhouse: 
	Carol Greeno shared copies of the recently revised Criterion Schoolhouse brochure. The 	copies were made free of charge by a print shop in Salem.

*Memorial Board: 
	According to Darlene, Teri Magee is receiving applications for the Healthy Aging 	Scholarship from Oregon colleges and universities. Kathy Evans is making plans for
	honoring OREA members who passed away since last May. There is also a need for new
	Memorial Board members.

Teachers Brigade:	
	Cindy O’Mealy gave and update on the status of the Teachers Brigade and asked for
	further involvement from OREA and the local units. It is a great opportunity to provide 	support to classroom teachers. Listed below are the high points for start-up:

	*Start with one school at a time.
	*Ask each unit to have an ambassador to begin the process of implementing a program 
		in their area.
	*Choose a school for the program.
	*Fill out the form provided on line.
	*Present a plan to school district leaders and staff.

	Pat Eck moved that OREA donate $100 to the Teachers Brigade program from the OREA 	funds. Larry Wagner seconded the motion. Motion passed.
	Units 1, 2,5, 9 and 39 volunteered to participate in a pilot program.

	Teachers Brigade.

*State Convention 2019: 
	Paul Zastrow presented an outlined schedule for the convention. A few revisions were
	made to accommodate programs and speakers. Meal selections were decided and a 
	cap on registration fees was discussed. It was decided to keep the cost to registrants 
	at $150. Units are asked to bring a basket with the proceeds to go to the Memorial
	Board Scholarship Fund and a presentation board highlighting one unit project from the 	past year. Unit volunteer hours and award information is due April 1.
	Future conventions was also discussed and the consensus was an annual conference
	was preferred in order to keep our state organization cohesive.
